Voluntary Pre-K Students (VPK)

The state of Florida now allows a child
to enroll in VPK during the ages of 4 or
5 as long as the child is 4 as of Sept
1st.

VPK-ONLY - By law, children who at-

tended VPK programs may not be
charged ANY fees for the 540 hours
the program is in session for the
school term. Therefore, students

who are enrolling in VPK and at-
tend ONLY from 8:30AM to 12:30PM,

Monday - Thursday pay nothing.
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
